Itiscelebrated across India, as it isbelieved
to be the right time for planting trees as it coincides with the Indian monsoon
season. In 1947, bota nist MS Randhawa organized the firstindian national tree
plantation week. In the year 1950, K. M. Munshi, the union minister for
Agriculture and Food wanted to create awareness and the importance of the
conservation of forests, planting of new trees and the ill effects of
deforestation. Since then, thousands of saplings of diverse species are planted
with energetic participation of the locals and various agencies like the forest
department.
